In additionto classcd music, David is aso very busy playing
other styles of music, for example, Argentinean tango as a guitar soloist in a string quintet or touring with music by
Swedish songwriter Birger Sjobergs and operasinger Henrik Hugo.

Welsh College of Music and Drama, finishingin 1997 He tours constantly and has given redtalsin Europe
and Australia. He has also appeaed numerous times on radio and television both in Sweden and abroad as
well as remrded several CDs.
